Exam Results Summer 2021
Despite the many challenges this year has thrown at us, our young people have excelled themselves and achieved outstanding results in the summer series examinations.
Given the small number so of learners we have and the acuity of their mental health, these are really incredible results.
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Unit Awards Breakdown
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The AQA Unit Award Scheme is invaluable as  it is an important pathway for our students to  receive accreditation for their achievements.  It provides a wide range of units which are  differentiate,  making accreditation accessible to all students regardless of their ability.  Each  time a short unit of learning is successfully completed, the achievement is formally  recognised with a certificate from AQA.   AQA Unit Awards are available from Pre - Entry Lev el to Level 3 and in a variety of subjects.   With over 10,000 units available and the ability to write individual units at all levels, there is  something available for everyone.     At St Andrew’s College we use the unit Award Scheme as a way of reinforcing  our   students  learning , as a way of skill building between the qualification levels and as stand alone  qualifications.  Unit Awards have become increasingly important to us over the last few  years, as exam boards in several subjects have discontinued the qu alifications we previously  used at Entry Level and Level1/2.   This year, we have again expended our offering by writing more science units and writing  individual Art units.     Writing our own units means that as well as being a basis for learning, if for any   reason, a  student is unable to complete a full qualification with us (such as GCSE) they still receive a  formally recognised certificate at an appropriate level.   In the 2020/2021  academic year, a total of 73   diff erent units were studied and 150  Unit  Award s were achieved by the students of St Andrew’s College, broken down as follows:

  The Unit Awards in the miscellaneous section tend to be linked to activities rather than  academic subjects; these   included making slime , first aid, planting seeds and origami.   Currently, Unit Awards are not pursued in English and maths, as they still have alternative,  appropriate qualifications available to them at Entry Level, Level 1 and Level 2.    This year,  the En glish unit was achieved by our student at Billing Lodge.   Despite the pandemic, a significant change our student cohort and the challenges that  CAMHS has faced throughout the year, this is still an amazing number of units achieved and  a brilliant achievemen t for all of our students.
